III. Pentecost is God’s Arrival in a New Way as the Supernatural Power  
 for the Contemporary Divine-Human Collaboration Called  
 the Church. 
  A. The Holy Spirit for the original Disciples (John 20:21-22) 
  B. The scope of the Holy Spirit gift (John 14: 12) 
  C. Pentecost shows the vital, essential and complete integration of the  
   Holy Spirit and the authentic Church from its birth (Acts 1:1-4)
