Candle Lighting for the Second Sunday in Advent

Leader: Today we light the second candle of advent. The first was
the Prophecy Candle, and this one is called the Bethlehem Candle.
Bethlehem was not a great city by worldly standards, yet that is where
Jesus arrived.
People: So bring Him incense, gold and myrrh. No place is greater
than the place that offers the God of love a home. A litile country
town, a stable guest home, a manger bed... our cities and our homes
and our churches... a humble human heart... No Dlace is greater than
the place that offers God a loving home.
Leader: But you, O Bethlehem of Ephrathah, who are one of the
little clans of Judah, from you shall come forth for me one who is to
rule in Israel. (Micah5:2)
People: Haste, haste to bring Him laud, the Babe, the Son of Mary. A
tiny manger in a little stable by a small-town inn... my heart and
your heart... where Jesus is honored and God'’s love is at home...
